One Room Schoolhouse

New England (1890’s) The program focuses on the
values of nineteenth century education. The
experience of attending a one-room schoolhouse is
recreated by students and teachers with enjoyable
role reversals throughout the show. Beginning with
the mandatory chores before school, the “pupils”
lives are depicted - including their arduous walk to
school. A layout of the schoolhouse is described
along with the subjects to be studied. Also
discussed are the school supplies needed e.g. a
slate, chalk, wood, rags. After a clever recitation
and spelling bee, the show concludes with a
square dance - similar to those often held at
schoolhouses at the turn of the 20™ century.

Miss Mabel Weatherby

A fictitious single woman from the south, Miss
Mabel explains the strict codes to which school
teachers must adhere. Her high collared dress and hairstyle reflect the rigid Victorian
values of the day.
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Performance Objectives

Create a supportive environment whereby students’ participation results in a positive,
self-affirming experience that allows them to co-create the show with the character by
» Depicting the differences between a modern school day and those of one
hundred years ago.
» Allowing students to excel at the interactive tasks set before them.

Pre-Show Preparation

Discuss with students their daily school day routine
* What time they rise
* What they eat for breakfast
* How they travel to school
* School supplies
» Subjects they study

Post-Show Activities

Have students rise one hour early and perform chores such as: sweeping the floors,
patio, and garage or picking up their room and discuss the difference that it makes in
getting ready for school

Have students memorize a short portion of a famous speech or poem and hold a
recitation for the class
